Board Meeting Scheduled 
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Piece four HST’s 
as in picture. 
Cut one inch to 
right of center. 

Turn outside 
squares 180 degrees 
and swap middle 
squares (top with 
bottom and left 
with right) straight 
across (don’t turn 
them) the middle 
square to the oppo-
site side, and... 

Turn block 1/4 
turn to right. 
Again, cut one inch 
to right of center. 
Do this two more 
times. 

You will end up 
with a block look-
ing like  this. 

Viola! A star!  
Now sew it all 
back together.
